PLEASE READ THROUGH THE FINAL INSTRUCTIONS THOUROUGHLY

To ensure smooth running of the pre-event formalities we have allocated each crew with an allotted scrutineering time.  Please try to adhere to these times  

Access to venue.

Please access the venue as per enclosed map. Arrows from the A427 will confirm the correct route.

Competitors are reminded that the Villages of Wilbarston and Stoke Albany are out of bounds.

On arrival, proceed to the trailer park (see enclosed map) and take your car off your trailer in the trailer park.  Trailers will not be permitted in the service area.
1. Proceed to Noise Check. Follow one way system to Noise Check in the centre of the airfield as marked on enclosed map. This is a one way system for competition vehicles only. Once you have passed the noise check you will be provided with your Scrutineering & Noise process card. You are reminded that cars that consistently backfire loudly will be excluded. These measures are designed to protect the venue and not to spoil your fun.

2. When you have successfully completed Noise, proceed to Scrutineering following the one way system as set out on the enclosed map. Please have the drivers and co-drivers race suit and helmet, and the cars log book ready to present to the scrutineer.  

3. Once you have successfully passed Scrutineering and your process card has been completed and signed by the scrutineer, proceed to Rally HQ (adjacent to scrutineering)  to sign on.   The rally HQ will also serve as the results office on the day of the event. 

Please make sure that you have all the necessary paperwork with you when you leave home including current MSA licences, Club Membership cards, Log books Money etc. MSA licences cannot be applied for on the day of the event.

Splits and Merges. 

It is strongly recommended that crews familiarise themselves with the Splits and Merges

All stages will require crews to complete more than one lap of a particular stage route. There will be special junctions known as Splits and Merges incorporated in the stage design.

The split junction allows cars to continue around the stage for a second time or to peel off towards the stage finish. The merge junction allows cars leaving the stage start to merge with those cars on their second lap. In the event of a vehicle failing to negotiate a split junction correctly, that vehicle must complete another lap or continue to the stage finish. Any driver reversing or turning round to avoid doing this will be EXCLUDED from the rally. Continuing for another lap or going to the stage finish will only incur the penalty of the target time for that stage.

Red flag procedure

1. The red flag procedure will operate as per blue book regulations GR.K24.2.7 (b) and GR.K25.10.

2. A RED FLAG WILL ONLY BE OPERATED IN AN EXTREME EMERGENCY SITUATION in order to allow a safety vehicle to join the stage at the red flag point ahead of live competitors.

3. Such safety vehicles must travel stage direction after joining under the red flag and all other normal safety procedures within the safety plan will operate as normal.

4. Only the Stage Liaison, Safety Officer or Clerk of the Course can authorise the use of the red flag.

5. When a safety vehicle joins the stage route at the red flag point the red flag will be prominently displayed to all following competitors, who must stop and park at the side of the road as soon as possible, and must not move until instructed to do so by an official.

6. The red flag will be prominently displayed until the Stage Liaison Officer instructs its removal.

7. Red flag points are: Start for SS 1-6, start & J2 for SS 7-8 and J2 for SS 9-10

8. The red flag should be kept (out of sight) by the radio crew at the red flag point and handed to a marshal for display when so instructed ready for when the safety vehicle joins the stage.

9. The organisers require a list of all competitors shown the red flag as soon as possible so that they may be issued with notional stage times. The red flag post radio crew will be asked for it.

10. Once the emergency is cleared and all safety vehicles are clear of the stage the flags may be withdrawn and the stopped competitors may be released non-competitively through the stage. If time allows for the safety vehicles to regain their allocated positions and the released “ red flagged “ cars have cleared the stage finish, then the stage may be re-started competitively

Please Note

1. Camping is not available on Saturday night  

2. Please note that the  gate to the venue will be locked between 19:00hrs Saturday 20th October until 05.30hrs Sunday 21st October. 

3. Refreshments and toilets will be available in the service area all day.

4. Crews are welcome to walk or cycle around the first stage before the event. All persons must be clear of the stage by 07.45hrs on Sunday 9th April.

6. Go-Peds and Mini Motobikes.


All go peds, Mini Motorbikes, Scooters, or any motor propelled vehicles other than service vehicles, rally cars or other authorised vehicles are BANNED  from anywhere on the venue. Competing Crews will be held responsible for any infringement of their service crew and the service crew will be asked to leave the venue

Service Area.

Please note due to demands on space within the service area, only one service vehicle per competing car we be allowed in the service area.  This vehicle must have the official service pass attached to the top left corner of the windscreen at all times.  Park in the service area as instructed by the service area marshal. 

Any vehicle(s) abandoned on the side of the service area will be towed to the car park and a charge of £50 per car levied.  Cars must not be abandoned on the access road. Any car found unattended will be removed.

Service Area (continued).

· All trailers must be left in the trailer park. 

· Please park all service vehicles to the right of the service area as instructed, nose first toward the field.  

· No Vehicles, Trailers, deck chairs etc or equipment must be used, left or stored on the fields adjacent to the service area.

· All vehicles other than the service vehicles and rally cars must be parked in the spectator parking area.

· Due to safety issues the use of Bar-b-Ques or any other open flame cooking equipment are prohibited.

· Any person not seated correctly in competing vehicles in the service area will be reported to the stewards of the event. (i.e. no lifts to service crews hanging out of boots or standing on door sills)  

· The organisers will supply you with a refuse sack, please use it and place in the skip by Rally HQ at the end of the event. 

Fuel and Water

Competitors are reminded that there is no fuel or water available on the venue and you should ensure that you have enough for the whole day.

Tyres.

Slick Tyres will provide a tyre service on Sunday only. Andrew Knott of Slick Tyres will be in attendance and to guarantee delivery of your tyres they should be pre ordered.
